Meeting Minutes August 21, 2025


At a regular scheduled board meeting of the Board of Trustees of the Village of Port Byron held in the municipal building at 7:00 p.m. the following people were present:

Mayor Wilson called meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. Mayor Wilson asked everyone to present to please stand for the Pledge of Allegiance and a Moment of Silence
No discussion on New York State Unemployment approving vacation pay for Sandy Hall for period of 04/08/2025 – 04/13/2025.

Mayor Wilson communicated problem with gallons at 10 Rochester Street. Mayor let Clerk Patricia explain the issue. Clerk Patricia explained to the board she called Beacon and Williamson to resolve the issue. Beacon does not know how this happened. The technician from Beacon stated that the Trimble is old and stated it will need to be replaced eventually. Mayor Wilson stated to keep on top of the Water this time around. Make sure we get the water bills out on time this quarter.

No communicated about the CREST grant that was on the agenda.

Mayor Wilson proposed to participate in the funding for the Senior Citizens Community summer trips. Mayor Wilson stated the funding for the Senior Citizens is in the budget.

Mayor Wilson communicated the large salesman change collection box. Its in the process of being worked on.

Mayor Wilson communicated the information about the Brown door that was left unlocked one night. Trustee Girvin and Clerk Patricia had to get Mayor Wilson back on track with the information written on the agenda about the WHITE door. No further discussion on the WHITE door being unlocked on two separate occasions.

Clerk Patricia and Stevie Applebee are working together on the water installations. Prior employees added the cel numbers in the wrong places instead of adding the meter numbers they added cel numbers in both places. Clerk Patricia has been working with Beacon and Williamson to result multiply issues on resident accounts.

Mayor Wilson communicated DPW and Office needs for supplies. Trustee Girvin was asking, “Why does the office employees have need to ask for permission to buy supplies when the DPW goes down to the Village Hardware store to buy whatever they need at any time?” There was no response to this question. Mayor Wilson said no on buying a case of water. Clerk Patricia will buy the case of water and a filter water picture.
No discussion on Stevie Applebees DPW report.

Mayor Wilson communicated Clerk Patricia’s information about Warrick Parks water bill. The water bill payment was not post marked until August 1, 2025 and not received until August 2, 2025. Clerk Patricia mentioned the Village could dismiss the penalty charges and pay the water bills or continue to try to get a hold onto this check until Mayor Wilson can tell the owner to send another check. Mayor Wilson stated he called Warrick left a message with the office manager. No motion was made.

Mayor Wilson and Clerk Patricia will fill out the Cayuga County Strategic Plan-Stakeholders Assessment and the Compliance Review Questionnaire is optional.

Mayor Wilson communicated the tires for the Fire Truck are in the budget. There is no grant for tires currently.

Mayor proposed cleaner position be changed from $22.00 an hour to $18.00 an hour. Clerk Patricia and Treasure Priscilla have been cleaning the bare minimum during the day when the office is open. Major cleaning needs to be done. Sweeping, moping, windows need to be cleaned, cobwebs, Trustee Bell votes no.
Motion made by Trustee Girvin Motion seconded by Trustee Jump All in favor: 3-1-1
Clerk Patricia revisited the NYSLRs request for the Board Members to fill out calendars with hours. Trustee Jump asked would once a month turning the calendars in be sufficient enough? Clerk Patricia said yes that would be fine. Clerk Patricia noted in the agenda if the Board Members do not turn in calendars at the end of each month she will be giving NYSLRS board members emails.

Mayor communicated on Clerk Patricia’s request to revisit the Retention Room . Clerk Patricia offered to work on the Retention Room with a rate of pay agreed upon. Mayor not authorizing this request from Clerk Patricia.
Mayor Wilson communicated Clerk Patricia’s reminder the Lake Placid Fall training conference is in 3 weeks, September 15, 2025 – September 19, 2025. Mayor Wilson stated Trustee Girvin will not be going due to his work schedule. Mayor Wilson stated Treasurer Priscilla will not being going because she spent money on computers.

Board meeting August 11, 2025 canceled by Mayor Wilson due to the lack of quorum. If a quorum of voting members cannot be assembled the mayor is by law allowed to cancel and reschedule a board meeting.

Village received two new Meeting Minute Log Books. Order by Clerk Patricia at the request of Mayor Wilson.

Village fire inspection and fire department inspection went well.

Mayor Wilson would like each board member to check their mail boxes.

Mayor Wilson, Clerk Patricia and Treasurer Priscilla will be attending the CCAV in Union Springs, Tuesday, August 26, 2025.

Clerk Patricia has been doing the laundry for the Village. Washing wash cloths that are used to wash dishes, counters and cleaning.

Clerk Patricia requests a list from the board members to update folders. List was given immediately. Clerk Patricia thanked them.
Clerk Patricia gives a list of future visits with replacing the carpet in the main Village Office, the air conditioner gives off a bad odor sometimes gives the Clerk and Treasurer headaches, (John Gilmore and Stevie Applebee have cleaned out the filter, there is mold in the kitchen, Treasurer Priscilla cleaned the cabinets and found mice feces and urine on the kitchen contents. The cabinets need a good sanitized cleaning. Clerk Patricia took the curtains and oven mitts home to wash them.

Clerk Patricia communicated the Village received the New Insurance Policy binder along with the New Fire Department Policy binder.

Clerk Patricia communicated she would like the minutes recorded only for use of correctly keeping track of minutes. Clerk Patricia stated she would not save the minutes she would only use them to have backup for typing up the minutes. Trustee Jump stated no meeting can be recorded then destroyed. The recorded minutes would have to be downloaded and published to the public.

Mayor Wilson communicated request of Treasurer Priscilla’s board meeting minutes for July 14, 2025. Mayor Wilson votes no. Trustee Jump states July 14, 2025 minutes for the Tallmadge tire service on the fire truck to be written in more detail.
Motion made by Trustee Bell Motion seconded by Trustee Jump All in favor: 3-1-1

Mayor Wilson proposed request of Clerk Patricias board meeting minutes for July 28, 2025 be approved. Trustee Jump asks if the words “moved onto” be replaced. Clerk Patricia states yes, they can. Clerk Patricia is just following prior board meeting minutes language.
Motion made by Trustee Girvin Motion seconded by Trustee Jump All in favor: 4-0-1

Mayor Wilson proposed approval for board meeting minutes on July 14, 2025. Trustee Jump stated as long as minutes are corrected minutes accepted. Mayor Wilson votes no.
Motion made by Trustee Bell Motion seconded by Trustee jump All in favor: 3-1-1
Mayor Wilson proposed approval for board meeting minutes on July 28, 2025. Trustee Jump stated correction be made in paragraph three there was not a public hearing. Should be public to be heard. Trustee Jump suggested to use other words than “move onto”. With these corrections she approves.
Motion made by Trustee Girvin Motion seconded by Trustee Jump All in favor: 4-0-1

Mary Jump communicated the executive session meeting does not have its own meeting minutes it should be written with the regular board meeting minutes. Clerk Patricia will correct this error. Clerk Patricia will add the executive meeting minutes to the July 28, 2025 regular scheduled meeting minutes.
Mayor Wilson proposed approval for the extraordinary board meeting minutes on July 29, 2025. Motion made by Trustee Girvin
Motion seconded by Trustee Jump All in favor: 4-0-1
Mayor Wilson proposed a motion to pay bills for the monthly signed vouchers. Motion made by Trustee Girvin
Motion seconded by Trustee Jump All in favor: 4-0-1
Mayor Wilson communicated there is no treasurer report and no abstract for August 2025. Mayor Wilson asked if anyone had anything else to discuss. Everyone said no.
