


Meeting Minutes October 6, 2025

At a scheduled regular board meeting of the Board of Trustees of the Village of Port Byron held in the municipal building at 7:00 p.m. the following people were present:

Mayor Wilson called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m. Mayor Wilson asked everyone present to please stand for the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag and a Moment of Silence.

Mayor Wilson and board members read DPW Report discussed the garbage pickup that is on the DPW report. There seems to be more trash at certain residents’ homes than usual. Trustee Bell suggested the Village go to stickers for garbage pickup. Trustee Bell states it is a good possibility that individuals from other Towns and Villages are bringing their trash here. There was no motion made.

Mayor Wilson and board members read Codes Report and discussed that the Village Auto Parts store is open. Customers must enter through the back door.

Mayor Wilson and board members read Treasurer Priscilla's communication report. Mayor Wilson asked if the AFR done from 2024. The contract for TDS for new phones and better
internet. Treasurer Priscilla signed a contract for TDS but the contract did not increase. Mayor
Wilson stated he had the contract and that's not true. The Dell computers cannot be returned. No communication on the FNBO, Credit Card online issues. Mayor Wilson questioned how can the Police Garage doors being taken out of last year’s budget. Mayor Wilson asked, "How can we take the cost of the garage doors out of the budget when the budget is already done for last year?" No comments on the way multiple bills of the same invoices are being sent to the office two, sometimes three times. Clerk Patricia explains the bills that were paid for Judge Joanna Bell and were paid when she gave them to Treasurer Priscilla. No other comments were made.

Mayor Wilson and board members read Clerk Patricia's report discussions were made about Cellular accounts and the endpoints having malfunctions. Patricia, Williamson and Beacon will be working on the issues that are arising. Patricia explained the issues.

Mayor Wilson and board members denied the training for Williamson Clerk Patricia and Treasurer Priscilla asked for. The training from Williamson would be for accounting, water/ sewer, and more training on all the accounts to better understand the programs.

Mayor Wilson has not received a phone call from Chris Shumitts from Beacon to get more training for Clerk Patricia.






Mayor Wilson proposed a motion to reimburse Clerk Patricia for tolls in the amount of $32.54 and for mileage in the amount of $234.08 for the July's Clerk Training from July 13-July 18, 2025, in Latham, New York Mileage was 167.2 one way a total of 334.44 miles.
Motion made by Trustee Jump Motion seconded by Trustee Fenton All in favor: 4-0-1

Mayor Wilson and Trustee Jump communicated that they may be looking to do interviews. Clerk Patricia communicated how the office is very busy, and she knows this has been addressed multiple times about hiring a part-time employee. There are issues in the office with many different programs/files that need to be addressed. We cannot get to these with Priscilla’s hours being cut. These issues affect our billing and our paying customers.

Mayor Wilson communicated Clerk Patricia's Copy of the Resolution No. 0922-2025 for opposing the proposed rate increases by New York State Electric &: Gas and Rochester Gas &: Electric.

Clerk Patricia shared a few resident concerns. First one is Darlene Kensinger, 8470 King Street, account number 3144c. She is asking if we can look into last years water bills for her home and the house across the street. She thinks she may have been paying the water bill for 8473 King Street. Trustee Fenton asked if she has receipts. Darlene told Clerk Patricia she does not have receipts. It was mentioned that there is nothing to look into and no way of knowing from last year if she paid someone else's water bill. Without Darlene having proof of the water bills and no receipts there is nothing the Village can do.

Clerk Patricia communicated that she put in a request for the DMV for more handicap vehicle tags. Water bills were sent out on time and there are a few maybe more than 10 issues so far with gallons being off due to the cellular/computer account issues.

Mayor Wilson made a motion to have Clerk Patricia do Payroll from now on. Clerk Patricia stated she does not know all the ins and outs with payroll. For example, the billing for retirement and how payroll is processed for one individual. Patricia stated she can call Williamson for help with any questions.
Motion made by Trustee Fenton Motion seconded by Trustee Bell All in favor: 4-0-1

Mayor Wilson asked Clerk Patricia where the abstracts and the treasurers’ report are. Clerk Patricia explained that Treasurer Priscilla was working on them and is pretty much done with them. The whole computer issue is almost fixed and the AFR Finalization will follow the fixing of the computers/Williamson.

Mayor Wilson communicates our Village CCAV will be in January on Tuesday the 22nd, 2026. Clerk Patricia will all Lasca's and make reservations. Mayor Wilson may call NYCOM and see if someone from NYCOM would like to come and speak.








Mayor Wilson proposed a motion be made to pay the bills. Motion made by Trustee Fenton
Motion seconded by Trustee Bell All in favor: 4-0-I

Mayor proposed a motion to approve meeting minutes for September 8, 2025, and September 22, 2025. Trustee Fenton noticed the wording in section 6 of September 8th meeting minutes should be reworded with providing not proving.
